Petersen’s Draw is Better than Others 
 
Wiley Petersen, Team ASE cowboy, 25, Pocatello, ID, bull: Snowflake, “I don’t 
remember him but the stats show he’s been ridden a few times,” said Petersen. “He‘s 
probably a good draw for the first round. He’s a son of the great bull Red Wolf so I won’t 
be sitting on my pockets on this one.” 
 
Snowflake…has been ridden three out of the six trips to the BFTS, with an average score 
of 83.2. This five-year old bull is a new addition to the series and has only been bucking 
for the BFTS since the end of last year. 
 
Petersen on Mexico…“I’m excited,” said Petersen. “It’s always interesting to see where 
the PBR is going to take us next and this trip to Mexico demonstrates that there are no 
limits to where our sport is going.”   
 
Petersen on the brake… “I took a couple of weeks off after my son was born,” said 
Petersen. “Then I entered the Challis, Idaho Discovery Tour event last weekend and rode 
both my bulls. I ended up splitting third, fourth and fifth and it sure felt good. I’m healthy 
and ready to ride.”

I’ll just have to take him one jump 
at a time,” said Henricks. “I drew a C4 bull in the first round in Nampa and he was 
pretty good; so we’ll just have to wait and see.”

Henricks. “Telemundo has been doing some of our telecast so you know we’ve got fans 
down there.
